
Destiny Instructions for Teachers 

 

To Log In to the Program 

Go to: http://library.columbuscityschools.org 

Click on Columbus High School

Once you log in, you will be taken to Destiny Quest 

In Quest, type a search term in the “Find” box and see pictures of your results. You can hover on a title to see

You can narrow your search with the limiters on the left: 



 

 

 

 

You can also grab and drag books to your list by clicking and holding the book cover and dragging it to the “My 

Personal List” (found on the bottom right of your screen). To view your list, click on it and it will pop up in a

When you click on a title, you will find even more information about that title:

To create a searchable resource list: 

This is a neat feature that allows you to select and save titles to a book list that you can publish for your 

students or save for yourself.  If you teach a unit every year and want to remember which books you used 

before, this will be very helpful.  It will also allow those of you who like to have the library pull titles on a 

particular subject for you, to save those titles so we can easily pull them again the next year. 

Select “Exit Quest” from the top row of menus. This will take you to the Basic Search screen. 

 



 

Select “Resource Lists” on the left menu 

 

 

Select “Add List” 

 

 

Name your list and give yourself a description to help you remember it. Click “Make this list Public” if you 

want students to see it from the Card Catalog. Save your 

list.  



To add titles to your list, under the “Catalog” tab, click “Library Search”. From the results of your search, select 

the “add item to list” hyperlink next to the book.  It will then show as “In this list”. 

 

 

 

Once you have created a list, you can also add titles to your list in Destiny Quest by dragging items to your list.
